Pedestrian Safety Prevails in Illinois: New Law Requires Drivers to Stop for All Pedestrians: Earlier this week,
Governor Pat Quinn signed into law HB 43, offering further protection of pedestrians' rights and safety in Illinois. HB
43 requires drivers to come to a complete stop for pedestrians in all crosswalks - even those that don't have a stop
sign or traffic light. The law, which takes effect immediately, clarifies the law that until now required drivers to yield
and stop "only when necessary." This measure will save lives and help prevent thousands of serious injuries suffered
each year.
